MELROSE TIMBER CO., INC., a Louisiana corporation, organized and doing
business under the laws of the State of Louisiana, whose present mailing address is
declared to be 6844 Boyd Ott Lane, Denham Springs, LA 70706 represented herein by
its duly authorized agent, Eugene Sykes.

hereinafier sometimes referred to as “Appearer, Developer or Declarant”, who declared that it has
acquired and is the owner or former owner of the following described property, to wit:

Two Hundred Fourteen (214) certain lots or parcels of ground, together with all the buildings and
improvements thereon, and all of the rights, ways. priviledges, servitudes, appurtenances and
advantages thereunto belonging or in anywise appertaining, situated in the Parish of Livingston, State
of Louisiana, in that subdivision known as WESTMINISTER ESTATES, and designated on a plat
of survey made and prepared by Lester A. McLin, Jr., Professional Land Surveyor, dated September
15, 2004 recorded at Plat Book 52, page 132, Entry No. 561,287 of the official records of the Clerk
and Recorder for the Parish of Livingston, as LOT NUMBERS ONE (1) through TWO HUNDRED
FOURTEEN (214), inclusive, said subdivision, said lots having the size and dimensions as shown
on the plat referenced above and being subject to such restrictions, servitudes, easements and rights
of way on file and of record with the Clerk of Court for the Parish of Livingston.

APPEARER further declares that it is its intention to sell tracts from the above
named subdivision in the future and that it hereby establishes the following restrictive
covenants, which shall run with the land and be binding upon all future owners of the
same, and upon all tracts taken from the above described property, as follows:

1. All lots are for residential purposes only and no part of the property shall be used for any
commercial purpose except as expressly permitted by these restrictions. Apartment houses
and lodging houses are prohibited. Not more than one single family residence, with
accessory buildings, shall be built or constructed on each lot. No school, church, assembly
hall, or group home of any kind (including, without limitation, any “community home™ as
defined in La-R.5. 28:47 or “special home™ as defined in Section 2.110 of the City-Parish
Zoning Ordinances), shall be built or permitted to be built on any lot nor shall any lot or
existing structure be permitted to be used as such. No lot may be re-subdivided by any lot
owner except as herein provided except that Melrose Planting Company, Inc. (the “ Developer™)
shall have the right to re-subdivide any lot owned by the Developer for the purposes of creating
passages of ingress and egress to adjoining property. The owner of any two (2) or more
adjoining lots which front on the same street may erect a single residence on said lots, in
which case the two lots shall be considered as one Lot for the purposes of these restrictions
except for voting.

2. Mo building shall be erected, altered, placed or permitted to remain on any lot or tract other than
one single family dwelling, not to exceed two and one-half stories in height, with the usual and
appropriate outbuildings, private garages and/or carports designed to house automobiles.

Az Servitudes and rights-of-way for the installation and maintenance of utilities, sewerage, and

drainage facilities, as shown on the map of record, or as designated on any individual tract plot,
are dedicated to the perpetual use of the public for such purposes.
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
