FIRST FILING

BE IT KNOWN that on this Ij‘g?lay of JUNE,. 2003, before me, the undersigned
authority, and in the presence of the undersigned competent wilnesses, personally came and
appearead:

H.P. VENTURES, L.L.C, a limited liability company, organized and doing
business under the laws of the State of Louisiana, represented herein by ils duly
authorized members, Gary Ienson and Claude M. Penn, Jr., pursuant to the
Certificate of Authority which is recorded in COB 793 FPage 734 Entry 477518 in
the office of the Clerk and Pecorder for the Parish of Livingston, Stale of Louisiana,
whose present mailing address is declared to be 30590 Highway 16, Denham
Springs, LA 70726,

hereinafler referred 1o as "Developer”, who did depose and say that:

Dieveloper is the owner, subdivider and developer of the real property hereinafier
described, and by this acl, imposes upon the property described herein the restrictions,
conditions, liens and servitudes hereinafler set forth.

1. PURPOSE

The purpose hereof is the creation of a residential community having a uniform plan of
development and the preservation of property values and annuities in that community, The real
property described herein is hereby subjected to the covenants, restrictions, servitudes,
conditions, reservalions, liens and charges herein set out to insure the best use and most
appropriate development and improvement of each building site thereof; to protect the owners
of building siles against such improper use of surrounding building sites as will depreciate the
value of their property; to preserve, so far as practicable, the natural beauty of the property; to
guard against the erection therson of poorly designed or proportioned structures built of
improper or unsuitable materials; to obtain harmonious color schemes; to insure the highest and
best development of the property; to encourage and secure the erection of attractive homes
thereon, with appropriate locations thereof on building sites; to prevent haphazard and
inharmonions improvements of building sites; to sccure and maintain properly setbacks from
streets; and, in general, to provide adequately for quality improvement of the properly and
thereby enhance the values of investments made by purchases by building sites therein.

I, THE PROPERTY

2.1 The real property now owned by the Developer and referred to herein is described
as follows, and is subject to the covenants, conditions and restrictions set out herein:
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ONE HUNDRED FIFTEEN (115) certain lois or parcels of ground, together with all of the
buildings and improvements thereon, and all the rights, ways pri\-'_ila_::gcs, servitudes,
appurtenances and advantages thereunto belonging or in anywise appertaining 9._:1::1 ilutﬂf' the
compenent parts thereof, situated in the Parish of Livingston, State of Ll:amstana_, in that
subdivision known as WILLOW POINTE SUBDIVISION, FIRST FILING and being more
particularly designated according to the "Final Plal of the Willow Pointe Subdiﬁsiun [z Fililn e,
A Residential Development Located in Section 48, T6S-R3E, G.L.D., Livingston Parish,
Louisiana”, made by Alvin Faitbum & Associates, LLC, Consultants, dated April 4, 2003,
which plat was filed of record on April 21, 2003, as Plat Entry #518549 in the Official Records
of the Clerk and Recorder for Livingston, Louisiana, as LOTS NUMBERED ONE
THROUGH ONE HUNDRED FIFTEEN (1-115), inclusive, said subdivision, having the
measurements and dimensions and being subject Lo those servitudes and building setback lines
as shown on the Final Plat.

[hereinalter referred to as the "Property™]

Developer reserves LOTS NUMBER TWENTY ONE (21), TWENTY SIX (26),
THIRTY (30) AND THIRTY FOUR (34) to be used as possible access rights of way to future
filings of development. ¢

2.2 The Property and all other portions thereof hereinafler shall be conveyed, transferred and
sold by any record owner thereof subject to the conditions, covenants, restrictions, reservations,
servitudes, liens and charges hereinafter set out, all of which are imposed upon the property, and all
of which shall run with the land.

3. IMPROVEMENT RESTRICTIONS

3.1 An Architectural Control Committee (Committec) shall be composed of the Developer
and other members as appointed by the Developer, until such time as Developer shall releass Lhis
right to the lot owners in the subdivision. The Committee shall serve without pay and shall check
all building plans lo ascertain their compliance with all of the restrictions as set forth herein. In the
event of any dispute or controversy regarding the interpretation of these restrictions and
covenants, the decision of the Committee shall be final and non-appealable.

3.2 The term Association as referred to in these restriclions refers to the collective group of
Iot owners in Willow Pointe Subdivision, First Filing, whether organized as an unincorporated
association or duly incorporated under the laws of the State of Louisiana.

3.3 Mo residence, building, fence, wall or other structures shall be commenced, erected or
maintaimed, nor shall any addition, change or alteration of any kind therein be macde until plans and
specifications showing the nature, kind, shape, height, materials, floor plans, elevations, exterior
color schemes, locations, garage door and garage specifications, and the grading plan of the lot shall
have been submitted to and approved in writing by a majority vote of the Committee. For
development purposes, including development of future filings and sale of lots, Developer is allowed
lo place a temporary office, shop, or sales tent on the property. One permanent type building may
be placed on a lot by Developer if said building conforms to the type of construction being used and
can be incorporated into the future home to be placed upon that lot,
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
